Puppetry
imbibes elements of all art forms such as litegtyrainting, sculpture, music, dance, drama, aradbles
students to develop their creative abilities. Ptigpleas been used traditionally in India as a papahd an
inexpensive medium to transmit knowledge aboutdnanyths and legends.

Since Puppetry is a dynamic art form that appeaklitage groups, this medium of communication theen
selected to serve as an aid for imparting educatisthools. The CCRT provides a comprehensiveaand
integrated training in the preparation, manipulatmd production of such puppet programmes which lbea
used in a variety of formal and non-formal teachsiyations. The Workshop on "Role of Puppetry in
Education” is organized for the in-service primachool teachers from all parts of the country tgheut the
year.

Production and presentation of educational prognas for school students with practical experience
through interactive session.
